Arrival

Robot Drop Off

Teams can drop off their robots and pit supplies early starting on Friday, November
7th between 4:00PM and 7:00 PM.

Otherwise, regular robot drop off will start at 7AM on the morning of the event,
Saturday, November 8th. If your team is running late or will not attend last
minute, please call or text Wayne Cokeley at (609) 558-8326 or 8325.

Directions

At the end of Raider Road, make a right turn into the parking lot. Robots and
supplies can be unloaded curbside (in between the football field entrance and the
academic trailer). Then follow the sidewalk path to enter the school near the
rightmost entrance. Heading straight down the hallway will lead you to the check-in
table and main gym area.

What To Do Upon Arrival

1. Check in with Mr. Cokeley at the team registration table, located at the
entrance to the pits on the side of the gym.

2. Bring your robot's radio to the scoring table to have it configured with the
proper WPA key.

3. Once your radio has been configured and your robot is ready, sign up for a
practice match as soon as possible so we can ensure your robot connects to
the field. To sign up for a practice match, please go to the red alliance side of
the field and speak to the lead queuer. Practice matches will be filled on a first
come, first served basis.

4. Enjoy a tasty breakfast from our concession stands.



Robot inspection and weight in will not take place.
However, the following changes to the 2014 Aerial Assist game manual will be in effect
(changes highlighted in blue):

3.1.4 Scoring

ASSISTS are earned when a unique ALLIANCE ROBOT POSSESSES the ALLIANCE'S
BALL in a urigue ZONE (i.e. red, white, or blue ZONE) during a CYCLE.

A BALL is considered SCORED in an ALLIANCE'S GOAL if

A. a ROBOT causes one (1) of their ALLIANCE'S BALLS to cross completely and
remain completely through the opening(s) of one (1) of their ALLIANCE'S
GOALS without intervening TEAM member contact,

ha RA

TRUSS-and-their ALLTANCE'S-HIGH-GOALS; and
C. the BALL is not in contact with any ROBOT from that ALLIANCE.

The intent of this rule change is to make it such that a trussed ball that bounces into an alliance’s
low goal is counted as scored, rather than having to be returned to the neared HUMAN PLAYER.

An ALLIANCE may not POSSESS their opponent’s BALLS. The following criteria
define POSSESSION :

A. “carrying” (moving while supporting BALLS in or on the ROBOT or holding the
BALL in or on the ROBOT),

B. “herding” (repeated pushing or bumping),

C. “launching” (impelling BALLS to a desired location or direction via a
MECHANISM in motion relative to the ROBOT), or

D. “trapping” (overt isolation or holding one or more BALLS against a FIELD
element or ROBOT in an attempt to shield them).

Violation: NO FOUL, if unintentional, and inconsequential, and immediately rectified
(i.e. does not significantly impact MATCH play). TECHNICAL FOUL per
consequential instance. TECHNICAL FOUL per extended instance. If strategic, RED
CARD for the ALLIANCE.

ROBOTS may not extend outside the FIELD.

Violation: HintentionglorifROBOTextendsintothe SAFERY-ZONE-FOUL. If continuous or
repeated violations, TECHNICAL FOUL. If contact with anything outside of the SAFETY ZONE,
RED CARD and the robot will be DISABLED.

The referees will be relaxed with their rulings with respect to robots temporarily extending
outside of the field or human players extending past the SAFETY ZONE. However, repeated or
unsafe violations will be penalized.

The Tournament
The alliance selection process will follow the procedure outlined in section 5.6.1 Four
ROBOT ALLIANCES.

There will be no BACKUP TEAMS during the elimination rounds.

Alliances will not be allotted any TIMEOUTS during the elimination rounds.
